Flush Wall Mount
1.Remove insert from base at center holes. Fig 3.   2. Use insert 
as a template to mark center mounting holes on wall. 

Screw hanging screws into the wall and back out far enough to allow 
insert to attach to wall. Test the screw depth by hanging the insert on 
the wall.  3. To attach insert to antenna, screw short screws provided 
into the back of the antenna using 2nd holes from top and bottom. Fig 4.

4. Hang antenna on the wall.  5. Connect cable to TV or receiver. 
6. Perform channel scan TV or receiver tuner. Refer to your 
TV/receivers owners manual for more instructions 

Raised Wall Mount
1. Remove insert from base at center 
holes. Fig 3.  2. Use insert as a template 
to mark center.   3. Mounting holes on 
wall. Screw hanging screws into the wall 
and back out far enough to allow insert to 
attach to the wall.  4. Reattach insert to 
base.  5. To attach insert to antenna, 
screw long screws provided into back of 
antenna using 2nd holes from top and 
bottom. Fig. 5.  6. Hang antenna on the 
wall.  7. Connect cable to TV or reciever.
8. Perform channel scan.

Troubleshooting
Problem: I'm not getting any signals at all.
Possible causes: 
1. You must rescan your converter box or TV tuner anytime you 
make a change to your antenna or antenna location.  In some 
cases where stations moved their digital frequencies , rescan-
ning may not be enough.  If the initial rescan does not bring in 
all the desired channels follow the double rescan procedure 
below: 

1. Disconnect the antenna from the box or digital TV. 
2. Rescan the box or digital TV without the antenna connected. 
As with any scan follow the on-screen instructions or owner’s 
manual for your device. 
3. Unplug the box or digital TV from the electrical outlet for at 
least one minute. 
4. Reconnect the antenna to the box or digital TV and plug the 
unit into the electrical outlet. 
5. Rescan the box or digital TV one more time.

Make sure the antenna is facing the broadcast towers in your 
area. To locate your towers go to antennapoint.com or call your 
local TV stations. 

2. You do not have a clear line of sight to the  transmitting towers. 
You will need to elevate the antenna higher either by placing it 
in a higher location or using a  taller mast.

3. Signal is lost in the distribution. 
Check for corrosion or bad cable fittings. Also, diplexers can cut 
a great deal of signal strength. Disconnect them and run the 
cable directly into your digital receiver.

4. You are more than 70 miles from the transmitting towers or 
out of the range of your antenna. 
The curvature of the earth limits most people to about 70 miles of range. 
Go to www.antennaweb.org, enter your address and make sure you 
are within the range of your antenna and not greater than 70 miles away.

5. The cable from your antenna to your tuner is too long. 
When cable lengths get over 100 feet, as much as 1/3 of the signal 
can be lost. If you require a long cable, consider investing in a good 
low noise pre-amp.

6. Your digital tuner may be bad. 
Sometimes people have a clear shot to the towers and are 
within range, but still cannot get a signal.  Some find success 
when they switch out their tuners.

Problem: I'm getting every channel except for one. 
Possible causes: 
1. You may need to rescan your TV tuner or converter box.  
See item 1 from Troubleshooting section –“I’m not getting any 
signals at all.”

2. The station is at a lower spot on the transmitting tower. 
Lower elevation can cause line of sight problems. You may be 
able to fix this by elevating your antenna. Sometimes moving the 
antenna just 3 feet one way or the other can solve a reception 
problem. Some locations  are “signal rich” while others are not. 

3. The method of encoder the station employs may be incompat-
ible with your model of digital tuner. 
Occasionally there are software incompatibilities between 
certain types of broadcast encoders and some models of digital 
tuners. A software or firmware upgrade may be required. 
Contact the manufacturer of your TV.
 
Problem: I live 2 miles from the transmitter and I am getting 
signal breakups. 
You are probably suffering from multi-path distortion. 
Consider trying a small directional antenna and keep it away 
from any metallic objects or other antennas. A variable inline 
attenuator may also make a difference by dropping the reflected 
signal below the threshold at  which the digital tuner can 
recognize. A larger antenna will not solve this problem.

FAQ

Q: My channels display as 2.1, 5.1, 7.1 etc. So I need a VHF 
antenna right?

A: NO. What you are looking at on your display is likely a 
re-map. For example, a tuner may display 2.1, but the actual 
digital broadcast frequency is actually 60, a UHF frequency. 
Find the true frequency assignment here: 
www.antennapoint.com 

Q: Can I install an antenna in my Attic?

A: Yes, but this may result in 50% reduction of signal strength. 
If you have metal or aluminum backed insulation in the walls or 
under the roof, the signal will most likely be blocked. Insulation 
should be removed or antenna should be installed in a different 
place. You will still need to make sure that the receiving side 
(front) faces toward the transmitter of the TV station.

Q: My Homeowners association prohibits antennas on the roof, 
what can I do?

Check out the FCC ruling at www.fcc.gov/mb/facts/otard.html.
The law states that homeowner association covenants cannot 
prevent you from installing antennas. The rule "prohibits 
restrictions that impair the installation, maintenance or use of 
antennas used to receive video programming."*Masts higher 
than 12 feet above the roofline may be subject to local 
permitting requirements.

Q: I have read ads for an antenna that can pick up stations 200 
miles away. Is this possible?

A: In extremely rare circumstances, a television antenna could 
possibly pick up stations 200 miles away. However, rarely is an 
antenna going to get terrestrial television broadcasts over 
such distance.
